Patient involvement - Getting ready for LINks

The Government has published two resources to help local government, communities and the NHS prepare for replacing the current system of patients' forums with Local Involvement Networks (LINks) – planned to take place from April 2008.

LINks represent a key development in improving the commissioning of childrens' health services as they will play a vital role in encouraging and enabling a greater range of people to influence the commissioning and provision of health and social care – bringing real accountability to the whole system, from commissioning to front-line care.  They will give all communities the chance to influence health and social care services, including childrens' health services - whether they are funded by councils or the NHS - and give citizens the chance to have their say in a much wider range of ways.

The first document, ‘Planning your Local Involvement Network’  sets out what communities need to think about to prepare for LINks, including the list of actions that local councils need to take, who needs to be involved in establishing LINks, the resources required and how a network could work. 

The second publication ‘Contracting a host organisation for your Local Involvement Network’ gives local authorities the information they need for procuring a host organisation to establish and support a LINk. It includes the services a host will be required to provide and a process to follow for establishing a network.

The individual budget pilot programme is an important part of the government's agenda to give people who use public services more choice and control. 


13 Local Authorities are involved in the pilot: Gateshead, Coventry, West Sussex, Manchester, Oldham, Barnsley, Lincolnshire, Barking and Dagenham, Kensington and Chelsea, Leicester, Bath and North East Somerset, Essex and Norfolk.  The Gateshead, Coventry and Barnsley pilots deal with children in transition to adult services.

Violence, Abuse and Bullying Voted Top Priority by Children and Young People

11 MILLION, led by the Children’s Commissioner for England, will spend half its project budget next year tackling violence, abuse and bullying of children after that issue was voted by young people as the most important affecting them at its event to discuss children’s rights issues last month.
Some 115 children and young people aged nine to 18 from across England attended 11 MILLION’s first ever annual event to discuss 14 children’s rights issues over three days at Stoke Mandeville Stadium, in Buckinghamshire. They also used art, drama and design workshops before deciding which would be the key theme to shape the work of the Children’s Commissioner, Sir Al Aynsley-Green, in 2008-09.

Violence, abuse and bullying came out top, and £126,000, half of Sir Al’s project budget next year, will be spent addressing that issue. Respect and discrimination was rated the second most important issue, and will be embedded into Sir Al’s work as one of his six spotlight areas for 2008-09.

The event’s format and programme was designed by 18 of the children and young people who attended.

CAMHS Dataset - Consultation

The Department of Health has commissioned the National Datasets Service of The Information Centre to develop a dataset for use in England to support the implementation for the National Service Framework for Children, Young People and Maternity Services; specifically Standard 9 – The Mental Health & Psychological Well-being of Children & Young People. Comments are invited on the draft dataset, which, when implemented, will provide monitoring and other secondary uses information.

The dataset has been derived from Business and Information Requirements identified from the NSF, NICE guidelines, national audits and enquiries, as well as local requirements for information.  An expert reference group with membership from a number of relevant organisations has agreed these requirements and approved the dataset for consultation and testing.  This group will consider the feedback from consultation.

Statement on the Duties of Doctors and Other Professionals in Investigations of Child Abuse

In July DCSF and the RCPCH released a statement outlining the duties of health professionals in investigating child abuse.  The purpose of the statement is to help secure the involvement of the medical profession in child protection work by addressing the perception that this area of work is professionally risky.

It is essential that medical staff and other practitioners take action where they have concerns about a child's welfare. Concerns have been expressed, however,  that by getting involved as expert witnesses in suspected cases of abuse, or by becoming engaged in specialist safeguarding, roles could be affected by a concern for personal circumstances. Healthcare Commission review of urgent and emergency care services

The Healthcare Commission is currently carrying out a review of urgent and emergency care services. This review will look at primary care services (in hours and out of hours), ambulance services, accident and emergency services, minor injury units and walk in centres. It will produce an assessment of the quality and value for money of these services across each PCT area, as well as tools and information to help local services improve.

The review will look at a number of issues relevant to children, including arrangements for child protection and facilities for children in A&Es. It will also look at the administration of medication to children in pain, using an audit developed in partnership with the British Association of Emergency Medicine.

Data collection for the review will take place this autumn, with the final results published in March 2008. For more details about the review visit its web page.

UK to adopt WHO Growth Standards for Babies
The DH has welcomed a joint report, by the Scientific Advisory Committee on Nutrition (SACN) and the Royal College of Paediatrics and Child Health (RCPCH), which says WHO Growth Standards should be applied to children aged from 2 weeks to 24 months in the UK. 
Current UK growth charts are based on predominantly formula fed babies and reflect “how babies were growing” in the UK. WHO charts prescribe “how babies should grow” under optimum conditions including exclusive breastfeeding for healthier outcomes.  WHO standards are based exclusively on breastfed infants and can be used  for assessing and monitoring growth of all  babies and encourage mothers to exclusively breastfeed for the first six months of a baby’s life.

The Department is working with the RCPCH to pilot and test the practical aspects of implementation the new standards.  More details on the WHO Standards and information on how the DH will implement them are at:

Call for expressions of interest
Trust for the Future: The role of health staff in the transition to adulthood of Disabled Children and Young People

The Council for Disabled Children has issued a call for expressions of interest for local authorities and PCTs to work with them to examine the impact of the new health and children’s services structures, commissioning models and joint protocols. The project will seek to identify challenges to disabled young people make the transition to adulthood with effective support from health services. It will also work across England to identify and disseminate good practice and learning in this area and disseminate.

Publications and Consultations

Priorities and Perceptions of Disabled Children and Young People and their Parents Regarding Outcomes from Support Services - Social Policy Research Unit, University of York (SPRU)

The Children and Families Team at SPRU provides support relating to illness and disability in children and younger adults. This encompasses support from the many different agencies involved with this group, including health, social care, education, and housing.  A key focus is to explore how such support takes account of the family context, and the ways that carers and others in the family respond to and are affected by the care needs of the ill or disabled person. In addition, the research is concerned to explore the views of children themselves about their needs and experiences and the support they receive.  Current projects include research on the impact and costs of different models of multi-agency transition services for disabled young people and those with complex health needs; evaluation of models of care closer to home for children who are ill; evaluation of a specialist mental health service for deaf children; examination of the realities of choice for young people with degenerative conditions and their families, and on stress and coping in staff in paediatric oncology and haematology services. Further details of recent and current research can be found at www.york.ac.uk/inst/spru/research/cf.htm
The latest report, ‘Priorities and Perceptions of Disabled Children and Young People and their Parents Regarding Outcomes from Support Services’ can be downloaded from: http://www.york.ac.uk/inst/spru/pubs/cfreps.html
together with two summaries from the research, Outcomes for Disabled Children, and Outcomes for Parents with Disabled Children
The Independent Safeguarding Authority
Consultation is currently taking place on the processes for barring people who are unsuitable to work with children and vulnerable adults, through arrangements under the new Independent Safeguarding Authority. The twelve-week consultation ends on 14 September.
The Independent Safeguarding Authority is the new name for what has, until recently, been referred to as the Independent Barring Board. This is the new organisation which will decide whether a person can be a member of the improved vetting and barring scheme and so work with children and vulnerable adults. The new arrangements have come about as a result of recommendation 19 of the Bichard Inquiry report and the new scheme is due to go live in autumn 2008. 

The main points on which the consultation seeks views are:

· the list of offences which would result in being automatically barred from working with children and vulnerable people;

· in cases where someone is permitted to make representations about whether they should be barred, the period of time in which those individuals are allowed to make those representations to the Independent Safeguarding Authority about their case;

· how long adults and young people who are barred should have to wait before they can ask for their bar to be reviewed - the “minimum no-review period”;

· whether this “minimum no-review period” should be the same length for both adults and young people and whether the age boundary for a younger person – which determines how long they have to wait before they can apply for a review - should be 18 or 25.

· raise awareness of the importance of safeguarding children and young people;

· ensure that safeguarding activity is coherent and effectively co-ordinated across Government; and 

· reinforce existing activity by proposing new actions to plug gaps or improve linkages.

Young people are becoming sexually active for a variety of reasons. In too many cases young people regret this later.  Building from the innovative “Delaying Early Sex” training developed by Jo Adams, these training days will enable those who work with young people to be more informed and skilled at tackling this difficult area.

The training uses exercises and activities to help those who work with young people in non-formal settings (youth workers, Connexions PA’s, youth justice workers, mentors etc.) to support young people to make positive choices about their sexual development, resist pressures to have unwanted sex and to minimise the associated risks. The aim is that when young people DO become sexually active, it is positive, safe and fulfilling.

Early Adopter Sites: Maternity Matters; Choice, access and continuity of care in a safe service.

Following the recent correspondence about early adopter sites, which was sent to SHA Chief Executives and CSIP Regional Directors, this letter clarifies the process and timescales for submitting bids. You will be aware that this initiative makes £15,000 available to each region this year, to take forward a project which expediates implementation of Maternity Matters, with the understanding that learning will be shared both regionally and nationally.

The regional project proposals will be assessed on 17th October by the national Maternity Matters Implementation Group (MMIG), which is jointly chaired by Hilary Samson-Barry; DH Programme Director, Partnerships, Children, Families and Maternity and Mike Farrer; Chief Executive of NHS North West . The group membership includes representatives from DH, NHS NW as the lead SHA for implementation of Maternity Matters, and CSIP.
The process set out below clarifies how and when proposals should be submitted. Ideally two proposals should be submitted from each region so that when assessing bids, the MMIG can ensure that there is an appropriate spread of approved projects across the key Maternity Matters themes. No more than two proposals per region should be submitted and only one per region will be funded. At a regional level, SHA leads and CSIP RCAs are free to devise an appropriate process for agreeing two proposals and this does not necessarily have to be a competitive one.

The draft criteria for the proposals were set out in the previous letter dated 16th August.  These have been finalised with an additional criterion that ‘evidence that the project will build local capacity and capability for Maternity Matters implementation’.  The final criteria are attached. To help the MMIG fairly assess against these criteria, a simple submission template is also attached and should be used to set out each proposal. Succinct, e-mailed proposals, that cover all aspects of the template are encouraged. The template requires that proposals are ‘signed off’ by the CSIP RCA, SHA maternity lead and the Chief Executive of the lead trust or PCT for the project. Contact details of a nominated project lead from a local trust or PCT, are also required.

The timescale for submitting and approving proposals is:


1. Each CSIP RCA to ensure that 2 regional early adopter proposals are submitted by cop on 5th October 2007 to Geraldine.sands@goyh.gsi.gov.uk (tel 07956 173759).  

2. The proposals will be circulated via e-mail to members of the MMIG for consideration against criteria. A final decision about successful bids will be made on 17th October.
3. The SHA lead, CSIP RCA and project lead of all successful proposals will be notified via e-mail by 19th October.
4. Funding for the projects will be available in two tranches. The first will be available immediately after approval has been received, and the second tranche will be available in January 2008, after an interim project report has been submitted (details to follow)
5. Invoices for funding should be submitted to Denise.snow@dh.gsi.gov.uk at the address at the top of this letter.
I hope that this process is fairly straightforward and easy to administer, and that we manage to develop some really useful early adopter sites. Please do not hesitate to get in touch if you have any queries.
