He provides psychotherapeutic treatment to patients with complex psychopathology who represent a risk of perpetrating sexual, violent and criminal offending. 4.   Risk Assessment for Sex Offenders and those at Risk of Violence 


The Risk Assessment investigates and reports on the psychodynamic roots of offending behaviours.  Conducted over 12 clinical interviews and includes pre and post assessment meetings with the referrer.  The report includes a psychodynamic formulation of psychopathology and offending behaviours and recommends on risk management, planning, and treatment intervention.





5.   Specialist Consultancy


Services for adults with a learning disability at risk of offending


 Specialist consultancy service offering psychotherapeutic treatment intervention and assessment to adults with learning disabilities either in secure settings, supported environments or within the community. This service is also appropriate for adults who may have moderate to severe learning disabilities or have difficulties communicating verbally


Monitoring and supervision of offenders in the community.


A specialist psychotherapeutic service that offers ongoing treatment for prolific offenders in the community. Particularly those that may be at risk of violence and sexual violence. This service includes ongoing individual psychotherapy and risk assessment together with high levels of consultation with inter-agency professionals to ensure the containment and management of risk.

Provider of forensic psychotherapeutic treatment and assessment. 





1.    Psychotherapy Assessment 


A series of consultations to assess the client’s suitability to undertake psychotherapeutic treatment. Includes pre- assessment meetings with the professional team and a written psychotherapy assessment report. 





2.   Psychotherapy 


Individual psychotherapy sessions to explore offending behaviour: sessions conducted over a long-term or short-term treatment period. Clinical sessions are usually carried out within the forensic setting. Regular interim psychotherapy reports are made available to the referrer. See risk assessment requirements *





3.   Supervision for Professionals Working in Forensic Settings 


Group and individual supervision including case consultation for professionals who work with offenders in forensic settings. Particularly suitable for professionals who maintain a forensic clinical caseload.
