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About the workshop

Interviewing is one of the most powerful diagnostic skills, and in the general population is the principal source of information on which the clinician relies.  The individual has unique knowledge about the experience of psychiatric symptoms, so this information enormously increases the validity of diagnosis. Clinical interviewing is a skill which needs to be developed and practised, and this is particularly true for people with intellectual disability, many of whom find it difficult to express their feelings and problems.

The PAS-ADD 10 is a semi‑structured interview designed specifically to facilitate clinical interviewing of people with learning disability, and to improve reliability and validity of the findings.  The PAS‑ADD 10 produces ICD 10 diagnoses, and involves present‑state interviewing of the patient, followed by a similar interview with a key informant. Either interview can detect symptoms and produce diagnoses, so the PAS‑ADD can also be used for the assessment of individuals whose linguistic ability does not permit a clinical interview.

The one-day training in use of the PAS-ADD 10 teaches the following core components:

1/
Development of good clinical interviewing skills when working with people who have a learning disability.

2/
Learning about the instrument, its principles, structure and coding

3/
Practice in using the interview

4/
Learning how to code reliably and validly

5/
Use of the computer algorithm to generate diagnoses

In addition, some time will be devoted to discussion of research findings related to development of the PAS-ADD 10.  There is a strong emphasis on the practical development of interview skills through role playing in pairs and groups, and watching videos. 

Who should attend?

Psychiatrists, Psychologists, Other professionals with a good knowledge of psychopathology and diagnosis in people with learning disability
This course is also an ideal follow-up for those who have attended the Mini PAS-ADD training course, and wish to enhance their skills in semi-structured clinical interviewing.
