Dr Joachim Cohen –will be highlighting the results recently published in the Journal of Medical Ethics on the ‘influence of life stance’on end-of-life decision making.  Other important factors influencing end-of life decisions, such as culture, country, care setting will also be discussed.
Dr Richard Huxtable –the focus will be on ‘end of life decisions and children’, looking at recent legal rulings and the use of clinical ethics support.
