Go straight on at the traffic-light controlled junction, move to the right lane at the roundabout, take the second exit into Bromley Heath Road (A4017 for Downend) At the second set of traffic lights, approach in the right lane and go straight on into Overndale Road. At the double mini-roundabout, turn into Frenchay Road and third left into Gill Avenue. The Vassall Centre is on the right immediately after the mini-roundabout on Gill Avenue.
